Adjusters

Your Ohlins shock absorber type 46 PRCL features the
followinging adjusters:

Compression damping:

Adjustments are made with the knob on top of the res-
ervoir.

Rebound damping

Adjuster wheel on the piston shaft above the end
bracket.

Spring preload

Adjustment made by screws om cylinder house.

Use C-spanner.

Adjustable end eye

Adjustments are made by loosening the lock nut and
turning the threaded end eye clockwise for shortening
or counter clockwise for making the shock absorber
longer.

When delivered, the Ohlins shock absorber is dialed to
recommended settings for the specific brand and make
of the motorcycle. If you have changed the setting,
check like this:

The adjusters have a normal right hand tread. Turn
clockvise to fully closed. Turn counter clockvise to open
and count the clicks until you reach the recommended
number of clicks.

Do not use to much force, delicate sealing
surfaces can be damaged. Use fingers only.

Mounting instruction
1

Put the motorcycle on the centre stand.

A WARNING!

1. It's advisable to have an Ohlins dealer or other
qualified person to fit your shock absorber.

2. Instructions in the vehicle service manual are
to be followed when changing the shock
absorber.

3. When working on a lifted vehicle it must be
securely supported to prevent it from falling.

Remove the seat, by loosening the nuts on the
under side and remove the rear plastic cover.

3

Loosen the original shock absorber from the rear
and forward attachments.

4

Attach the Ohlins shock absorber in reverse or-
der. Use the standard bolts. The gas reservoir is
positioned backwards.

5

Refit the rear cover and the seat.

NOTE!

Make sure that all bolts are tightened to the correct
torque and that nothing fouls or restricts movement
of the shock absorber when the suspension is
being fully compressed or extended.

Continue your work according to the Owners
Manual, section Adjustments.
